Police Department News

Police Investigating an Armed Robbery at La Quinta Inn: On Friday, September 29, 2017
at about 5:30 a.m., the Police Department received a report of an armed robbery that just
occurred at La Quinta Inn. Officers immediately responded and learned that a masked gunman
pointed a handgun at the front desk clerk and demanded money. The clerk complied, and the
suspect fled with approximately $150 in cash from the register. The clerk was not injured. The
suspect is described as a male white or Hispanic, wearing a mask and driving a white 4-door
sedan. The record showed that an officer had conducted a patrol check of the La Quinta Inn
complex just ten minutes prior to the robbery. Detectives are investigating the case.

Officers Participate in the ‘Walk to School Day’: On October 4, 2017, officers on Day Watch
participated in the ‘Walk to School Day’ event at Los Coyotes Elementary school. Officers
joined the students and their parents walking to school, and passed out badge stickers to
students.

You are cordially invited to attend the 2017 Orange County Fire Service Memorial service in Santa Ana. The service will be
held Tuesday October 10" at 10 a.m. at the Fire Service Monument located on Broadway across from the Old County Court
House. Fire agencies throughout Orange County will be present to honor those who have passed over the last year.
Additionally, fire agency Honor Guards and the OCFA Pipes & Drums will participate to make the event a special tribute. We
hope that you are able to attend and say hello to your local firefighters.

On September 28, the OCFA Board of Directors voted unanimously to appoint Patrick Mclntosh as the Authority’s Interim
Chief. Chief Mclntosh began his firefighting career in 1979 and joined Orange County Fire Authority in 1982, rising through
the ranks to Deputy Chief. In 2010, MclIntosh retired from the OCFA and became the Fire Chief for the City of Huntington
Beach. Welcome back Chief McIntosh!

As of October 3, the Canyon Fire is 100% contained. The fire started on September 25 near the 91 Freeway and Cole Canyon
in the City of Anaheim. OCFA was in unified command with CAL Fire Riverside, USFS, Anaheim Fire and Corona Fire. The fire
burned a total of 2,662 acres and damaged four structures. Photos of crews battling the fire from the ground as well as the
air are available here.

Come out and meet your local firefighters! Designated Orange County Fire Authority Fire Stations will be hosting Open Houses
on Saturday, October 14, from 9 a.m. — 2 p.m. The Annual Open House held at our headquarters in Irvine will be held 1n May
of 2018.

Fire Prevention Week starts October 8. The theme this year is “Every Second Counts, Plan Two Ways Out”. In a fire, seconds
count. Seconds can mean the difference between residents of our community escaping safely from a fire or having their lives
end in tragedy.

Significant Emergency Incidents

Trabuco Canyon

Structure Fire — September 29 - At 7:31 a.m., ECC began receiving multiple reports of smoke and flames coming from an area initially
reported at Olive and Pine in the Trabuco Canyon area. A structure fire response was dispatched. As units were enroute, the call
was upgraded to a working structure fire with BC concurrence due to number and validity of reports. Units arrived on scene to find
a recreational vehicle fully involved next to a structure with live wires down, which necessitated emergency broadcasts from the
ECC to field personnel. Fire was knocked down at 8:07 a.m. Assisting the OCFA with this incident was Cleveland National Forest Fire,
Southern California Edison, and the Orange County Sheriff Department.

Structure Fire — September 30 — At 8:51 p.m., a structure response was dispatched to Bravo Lane. ECC advised B4 while en route
that we received multiple calls and B4 requested a Working Structure Response. Engine 57 arrived on scene at 8:56 p.m. with smoke
showing from the garage and confirmed the request for a working structure. A small fire was found and quickly knocked down and
confined to the garage.
